More computer stuff:
Should I switch off my computer every 
day or should I leave it on?  Aside from 
the consideration of power usage, switching 
a computer on and off regularly is probably 
one of the main things that can shorten its 
life. The resultant heating and cooling down 
of the motherboard causes cracking over 
time and can break the tiny connections 
embedded in it. This only happens after 
several years of this type of usage though 
so your PC will probably need an upgrade by 
then anyway. 
Leaving it on will  shorten the life of the 
cooling fans in the case and on the 
processor unit through wear and tear of 
their bearings so its a line ball decision.
